Officer. The complaint must be filed promptly, but at least within such time as to
permit inspection of the crops, plants or trees by the state's designated agency
and the seedsman from whom the seed was purchased, or within the specific time
period required by state law. A copy of the complaint shall be sent to the seedsman
from whom the seed was purchased by certified or registered mail or as otherwise
provided by state statute. A copy should also be sent to Monsanto Company, 800 N.
Lindbergh Blvd., Mail Code E2NE, St. Louis, Missouri 63167. For specific information
about these requirements for seed claims, including filing procedures, time limitations,
and fees, contact the Department of Agriculture in your state.
